Pentecost  -  So I send you !

St. John tells us that Pentecost consists of two things.  First, there is the witness of the Spirit of Christ that awakens our spirit to respond to Jesus.  Second, there is the witness of God’s people to Christ.  Pentecost, then, is the turning point from being witnessed to, to being a witness.  How do we become Christian witnesses?


Christian witness comes from fellowship and intimacy with Christ.  A witness is someone who offers evidence because he knows something is true.  There can be no witness without personal experience.  We can only witness to Jesus because we know him.  The Spirit provides that intimacy. 

Christian witness reflects inner conviction.  As soon as the person speaks, we know he/she believes what he/she is saying because of a personal commitment - an inner passion.  There is no effective witness to Christ from mere habit.  It takes inner conviction.


Christian witness issues an outward testimony.  A witness not only knows that something is true, he/she is prepared to tell what he/she knows is true.  A Christian witness not only knows Christ, he/she wants others to know him too.  The Spirit provides that power.


 Today, let us reflect on the presence in us of the Spirit who impels us to witness.
