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Ascension of  the  Lord  - May  28, Sunday


Jesus’ Ascension into heaven is told twice by Luke: the end of his Gospel and beginning of the Acts of the Apostles.  Just before Jesus rises into heaven, he informs the Apostles that they are to spread the word to the entire earth.  To make it clear that this will not result from their own initiative, he orders them to wait in Jerusalem until they are empowered by the Spirit whom he will send.


The 1st reading ends with two men in white robes (angels) prodding the apostles not to remain standing there.  Jesus will return as he promised, but right now their mission was to go to Jerusalem and then, filled with the power of the Holy Spirit, preach the Good News.


The 2nd reading - we should be “eagerly waiting for him” who saves us.  But this doesn’t mean we should be inactive in the meantime.  We have all received the Spirit in our baptism, so each of us is commissioned to spread the news of Jesus’ presence in the world.  Few of us will do so “to the ends of the earth,” but if we start with those around us - our families, neighborhoods, workplaces, than this message will spread through them to others.

Church  Refurbishing  


It is with great regret and a sad heart that I write the following.  In the past  12  months, our church was broken into / robbed three times and vandalized once.  The perpetrators broke:  [1] the door to the kitchen supply room;  [2]  they broke-in through the solid glass block window in the big meeting room;  [3]  and they broke the offertory box of Madonna di Porto.  Also, at Easter, the outside protective glass [4] in front of one of the stained glass windows was shattered.


In two of these incidents, the combined amount of money stolen was so minimal – maybe in total less than $ 70.00.  On the other hand the damage caused was extensive: [1] $ 3,820.00 ; [2] $ 595.00 ; [4] $ 886.00 ; [3] box still to be fixed.


I have to say  “ENOUGH  OF  THIS !!”  We are therefore forced to install a burglar alarm system in order to make sure that we do not loose our insurance coverage.  This will cost the parish an additional  $ 9,098.00 .

THIS  WILL  NOT  CHANGE  ANYTHING.


All the activities and devotions will continue as usual.  The only difference is that, when the building is vacant, we will have some security and peace of mind.


We are also constructing a covered and closed in walkway connecting the building of the Rectory with the rest of the Hall and the Church to add further security to all of us.


Next week’s special collection will be used to offset some of the expences incurred by this project.  Your generosity will be appreciated.  Thank you.
